The SUGGESTED Summer Reading lists compiled by the Elementary Media Specialists and the Southbury and Middlebury Children’s Librarians for you and your child to consider reading over the summer will be reviewed with each class and distributed during the last weeks of school. Copies are attached, and will also be available at the Southbury Public Library and on the PES website or the Southbury Public Library website:  www.southburylibrary.org. 

Once again we want them to participate in the Governor’s Reading Challenge. This year the governor has issued a challenge to read at least one book by a Connecticut author or a book set in Connecticut in honor of the state’s 375th Anniversary. There will be at least one title on each list but know there are lots more. If you do not want to get the booklet for your child to record the books they’ve read or listened to over the summer just have them record them a 8 ½ X 11 piece of paper. Make sure their name and grade and teacher are on each sheet.

Please have your child bring in the list of books they’ve read or listened to over the summer during the first week of school. These can be dropped off in the basket that will be outside the Media Center.

Any student in grades 1 thru 5 who returns their list on the first day of school only will get a free book.

Books you read to them can be counted too!
